Nga monitorimet e kryera sé fundmi né gytetin e Tiranés, nga Milieukontakt Shqipéri, né 400 pika
monitorimi pér parametrat CO,, NO,, PM;, dhe PM,s éshté vérejtur se vlerat e dala nga matjet
e kryera gjaté sezonit té vjeshtés 2022 jané mé té larta se normat e vendosura nga BE (dy
deri né dhjeté heré mé té larta). Faktori kryesor gé ¢on drejt késaj ndotje éshté transporti, duke u
pasuar mé tej nga zhvillimi urban dhe industria e ndértimit.

650ppm.

Monitorimi i ajrit né 200 stacione né gytetin e Shkodrés, nga organizata GO2, tregon vlera
shqetésuese gjaté verés pér parametrat e CO, dhe NO.. Dioksidi i Karbonit shfaget shqétésues
né 177 stacione ose 88.7% té zonés urbane. Ndérkohé, NO, shfaget mbi normén e lejuar né
109 stacione (54.5%). Mé pak shqetésuese jané grimcat PMio dhe PM2s, té cilat i tejkalojné
standardet né mbi 14.5% - 19% té numrit total t& stacioneve té& monitorimit. Rezultatet e
monitorimeve né Mars 2023 tregojné se CO, shfaqet ndér parametrat mé problematik né 60% té
stacioneve, NO; shfaget mbi normé né 40% té rasteve, PMo &€shté mbi normé né 7.5% dhe
PM25né 11.5% té rasteve.

Vlerésohet gé nga
zbatimi saj deri mé sot jané gjeneruar mbi 125 min Euro nga té cilat nuk shohim qé té keté
pérmirésime né asnjé aspekt té lidhur me monitorimin apo uljen e ndotjes nga ky sektor.

Forum of Pollution in Albania

We, the representatives of 50 Civil Society Organizations and academic-research institutions
dedicated to addressing the issue of air, water, and soil pollution, convened on April 20, 2023, in
Tirana at the "Pollution Forum 2023", discussed the current state of pollution, monitoring efforts,
and the measures being implemented to minimize its impact within our country. This document not
only reflects our perceptions but also presents factual evidence derived from monitoring expertise.
Furthermore, it evaluates the level of readiness exhibited by both central and local authorities in
tackling pollution-related challenges. The environmental civil society in Albania expresses deep
concern over the escalating impact caused by the growing concentration of pollutants in the air,
water, and soil. This alarming situation directly affects the health and safety of various
communities, as well as the economy and the environment as a whole.

Pollution is currently a global challenge that is commonly associated with developing economies
or countries that prioritize activities yielding high economic benefits, often at the expense of
natural resources and the environment. This approach leads to the externalization of costs and
negative impacts. As a result, this imbalance has given rise to issues concerning the long-term
sustainability of economic growth.

Pollution and climate change represent a global reality that has particularly severe implications for
small countries like Albania. The country has observed an increase in the frequency of extreme
weather events such as floods, prolonged droughts, heatwaves, and forest fires, which pose a
heightened threat. Approximately 55% of the Albanian population is estimated to be exposed to
climate-related risks, surpassing the global estimate of 40-45%. The combination of pollution and
climate change, coupled with the degradation of ecosystem services and rising temperatures, has
brought about significant changes in natural habitats and biodiversity. This has escalated the
pressure on already vulnerable habitats and species, particularly those in lagoon and coastal
areas. Additionally, there has been an influx of alien species and invasive species exacerbating
the situation. Urban areas bear the brunt of these phenomena, as three decades of transition,
urbanization, and construction have resulted in over 90% of their surface being covered in
concrete. The loss of natural elements within cities forces many citizens to endure higher
temperatures than those recorded by meteorological centers. Moreover, these areas experience
high concentrations of air pollutants due to the reduction of natural absorbers and unregulated
emissions. This situation is exacerbated by the compromised public hygiene resulting from the
discharge of contaminated water and inadequate waste collection points, thereby posing a threat
to the well-being and safety of individuals. We strongly condemn the disregard exhibited by the
responsible institutions in Albania, as well as in other countries within the region and beyond,
towards addressing this global challenge. The lack of tangible commitments to monitor, track,
and mitigate pollution in water, air, and land has reached an unprecedented low in 2022-
2023. As a result, it is evident that the legal framework governing air, water, and soil pollution
issues, as well as the monitoring and inspection of pollution in the country, is not effectively
implemented.

This situation has given rise to numerous unresolved conflicts between polluters and the affected
communities or habitats. These cases often linger in prolonged court proceedings due to the
subjective nature of decision-making in the absence of accredited references provided by relevant
authorities. Consequently, environmental organizations in the country estimate that Albania is
significantly delaying the implementation of the goals outlined in the Green Agenda for the
Western Balkans. Specifically, it pertains to the two main priorities identified in the Sofia
Declaration: a) Pollution Reduction; b) Decarbonization, with a target of reducing greenhouse gas
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emissions by 20.9% by 2030 and aligning with countries aspiring to achieve net-zero emissions by
2050.

Despite efforts and the presence of a legal framework aligned with the relevant directives of the
European Union, the institutional neglect in addressing pollution issues by the National
Environment Agency, the Institute of Public Health, the Inspectorate, the Regional Environmental
Directorates, as well as the Ministry of Tourism and the Environment, has created an unjust
environment for communities exposed to pollution. Simultaneously, it has fostered a favorable
climate for polluters who, due to the lack of monitoring, can freely contribute to the deterioration of
the pollution situation. It is crucial to highlight that self-monitoring, in the absence of public
inspections and monitoring, remains entirely subjective and prone to favoritism.

In light of the obligations arising from the European integration process, we express deep concern
regarding the progress made in implementing existing laws. This lack of progress is evident not
only at the central authority level but even more so at the local level, where the minimum
obligations are not being fulfilled. This situation stands in stark contrast to the dynamic and rapid
developments observed in environmentally friendly approaches advocated at the highest political
levels.

Numerous scientific articles highlight the direct correlation between exposure to PM and NO2
particles and their detrimental impact on human health. Furthermore, it is alarming to note that
microplastics have already infiltrated the food chain, posing additional risks. Also, the negative
effects of noise pollution on the socio-psychological well-being of citizens should not be
overlooked. It is important to recognize that all these consequences incur costs both on the health
and financial fronts for individuals. Moreover, it is important to reiterate that pollution is a global
challenge. In recognition of this, the United Nations has recently adopted Resolution A/76/1.7,
which incorporates the provision of a healthy and sustainable environment into the framework of
basic human rights. This resolution underscores the significance of ensuring a stable and healthy
environment for all individuals.

In addition, it is crucial to recognize that the impact of pollution on health and socio-economics
exacerbates the existing gender inequality gap in Albania. This is due to the observation that,
regardless of who is affected, women and girls bear a significant burden in alleviating the impacts
of pollution. This burden extends not only within the family unit but also within broader socio-
economic dimensions. It is important to incorporate gender indicators into policies and programs in
order to address the impacts of pollution. Currently, these impacts are not recognized or
addressed in terms of their gender dimensions. It is important to adhere to and implement existing
state documents and policies, such as the "National Strategy for Gender Equality, 2021-2030,"
and its action plan, which are essential in addressing these issues effectively.

In the absence of monitoring, inspections, and measures to reduce pollution, compounded by a
lack of awareness regarding the most affected areas, environmental organizations in the country
have taken on the responsibility of informing the public, media, and authorities through alternative,
fact-based means. Despite the non-transparent and non-inclusive situation, we once again urge
the authorities to utilize our findings. We are willing to assist and contribute to the implementation
of legal provisions and the development of capacities aimed at addressing pollution issues in the
country.

Civil society and environmental experts emphasize that:
Soil Pollution

Land pollution in Albania primarily arises from various factors associated with land use practices
and the treatment of land by individuals, institutions, and industries. The inadequate management
of waste at the local level, coupled with insufficient management of industrial waste and overall
territorial development, has led to a challenging situation concerning soil pollution.
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Pollution arises from various factors, including inadequate land planning practices that fail to
establish conditions and standards for activities that can impact soil pollution. This includes
improper industrial and local waste management practices, the absence of clear policies for the
remediation and utilization of "brownfield" sites, particularly in former industrial areas. Additionally,
the use of pesticides and other contaminants in agriculture, as well as the inadequate treatment of
industrial and hazardous waste, particularly waste containing heavy metals, contribute to soil
pollution. Lastly, transportation systems and associated gas emissions also play a role in the
pollution of land.

Laboratory measurements conducted by the organization Eco Partners for Sustainable
Development in the Patos-Marinze oil-bearing area between January and April 2022 have
revealed alarming levels of heavy metals in the soil (such as Cd, Cu, Pb, Ni, etc.). These
concentrations exceed EU and national standards (VKM no. 246, dated 30.4.2014, “For
determining environmental quality standards for surface waters”). The soil samples collected
exhibit elevated levels of heavy metals, including Cd (>2ppm), Co (>20ppm), Ni (>120ppm), and
Pb (>100ppm). Such contamination adversely impacts soil fertility, leading to a decline in
productivity and posing limitations on the use of water for human needs. It is crucial to inform the
local government and affected community about this issue and the current environmental
situation, as access to a healthy environment is a fundamental right enshrined in both international
and national law.

The issue of soil salinization continues to be a concerning problem in the realm of pollution.
Salinization adversely affects soil fertility, deteriorates its physico-chemical properties, and renders
it unsuitable for cultivation. Furthermore, it hinders plant growth and inhibits their complete
development. A study conducted on salinization of agricultural land in the coastal regions of the
country (Lushnje-Vlora) sheds light on important aspects concerning the dynamics of agricultural
land salinization, emphasizing measures to enhance and prevent further salinization.The presence
of spontaneous vegetation in saline soils serves as evidence of salinization expansion, re-
salinization, and elevated salt content. The phenomenon of re-salination in greenhouses has been
well-documented through early studies, which involved analyzing the soil and water used for
irrigation, as well as examining the salt content in underground water utilized for irrigation,
particularly in situations with inadequate drainage.

In the realm of land governance, addressing reforms and pressing concerns, the focus lies on
rehabilitating agricultural lands that have been adversely impacted by heavy metal pollution in
close proximity to derelict facilities of chemical, metallurgical, and mining industries. This
contamination extends to an area spanning approximately 800-9000 hectares. To tackle this
situation, our country must enhance and expand its laboratories to ensure systematic monitoring
of all aspects pertaining to agricultural land. Institutes and scientific research entities operating in
this domain have been consolidated under VKM no. 515, issued on 19.07.206, titled "On the
Restructuring of the Research-Scientific Institute under the Ministry of Agriculture, Food, and
Consumer Protection." Regrettably, research endeavors in this field are presently scarce.

Water Pollution

Water pollution in Albania arises from unregulated discharge of polluted water by individuals,
institutions, and industries. The absence of designated locations for discharging polluted water,
coupled with inadequate territorial control over water discharge and monitoring, has contributed to
a challenging water pollution situation in the country.

Based on laboratory data provided by Eco Partners for Sustainable Development, the analysis of
water samples reveals elevated and significantly high levels of heavy metals such as Zn >2000
pg/l; Ni>20 pg/l; Cr >100 ug/l; Cu>20 ug/l; Co>50 pg/l; Pb>7.2 ug/l. Furthermore, parameters such
as pH, NKO, NBO5, and H2S indicate that the presence of oil has altered the water system
conditions, adversely impacting the local biota and ecosystems in the polluted area. The
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organization's social assessment report highlights a lack of information and monitoring concerning
the health of residents in this region, hindering the assessment of how the environmental situation
directly influences their well-being.

According to a study conducted by the H2H Foundation, the contamination of water sources used
for irrigation carries severe repercussions for the health of farmers engaged in irrigating
agricultural lands, as well as for end consumers. The pollution also leads to soil contamination and
a decline in crop productivity due to the accumulation of various pollutants. The study involved
sampling during three distinct periods of water usage and access for irrigation in the Bérzhit-
Petrelé-Vaqarr irrigation canal, located adjacent to the Erzen River. The findings revealed that key
biological parameters, including the biochemical oxygen demand, Echerichia Coli, Total Coliforms,
and Intestinal Enterococci, exceeded the permissible levels established by the European Union's
Water Framework Directive. This outcome can be attributed to uncontrolled urban discharges into
the aforementioned canal.

The impact of organic or inorganic pollutants on the quality of aquifers, which provide drinking
water to the population, remains uncertain and requires further investigation.

Air Pollution

The primary source of air pollution in Albania stems from unregulated emissions of pollutants into
the atmosphere by individuals, institutions, and industries. Insufficient monitoring and tracking
measures have further resulted in a decline in the enforcement of environmental permit conditions
for private entities. As a result, between 2018 and 2022, there was a substantial increase in the
concentration of PM (particulate matter) pollutants by approximately 17% and NO2 (nitrogen
dioxide) by at least 33% compared to the monitoring period conducted by the AKT and ISHP
institutions between 2008 and 2015.

Based on recent assessments conducted by Milieukontakt Albania in the city of Tirana,
measurements taken at 400 monitoring points for CO2, NO2, PM10, and PM2.5 parameters
indicate significantly elevated values during the autumn season of 2022. These values exceed the
limits set by the European Union, ranging from two to ten times higher. Transport emissions
emerge as the primary contributor to this pollution, followed by urban development and the
construction industry. Tirana is recognized as an exceedingly polluted location, surpassing the
permissible standards by a significant margin. The pollution has detrimental effects on the health
of residents, significantly compromising their well-being. The areas most heavily affected by
pollution in Tirana include Astiri, 21 Djetori, Durrés and Kavajé Street, Zhan Dark Boulevard, and
Dibra Street. Moreover, a substantial number of main roads with high vehicular traffic or areas with
ongoing construction sites also experience severe pollution levels.

From the air quality monitoring conducted by the organization Together for Life at 100 selected
points in the main urban streets and intersections of Durrés, it has been observed that the air
quality exceeds the permissible standards. All four measured pollutants (NO2, CO2, PM2.5,
PM10) exhibit a noticeable increase. During the summer season in Durrés Municipality, the
primary pollutant is NO2, predominantly emitted by heavy vehicular traffic on main roads and
intersections. Intersections connecting internal city roads, serving as major thoroughfares for
citizens, have recorded nitrogen dioxide levels twice the allowable limit. The transport sector
emerges as the largest contributor to air pollutant emissions during the summer, followed by
construction activities, which significantly contribute to the high concentration of particles in the air.

In the city of Elbasan, among the 150 monitored points, approximately one-third of them exhibited
NO2 values up to three times higher than the standard, while CO2 levels slightly exceeded the
European norm. Dust particle levels generally remained within the acceptable range, but at major
intersections, these parameters were significantly elevated. The areas with the highest recorded
values were located in the southern part of the city, including the southern ring road and the city
center. The elevated pollutant levels were primarily attributed to heavy traffic and the dense
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movement of vehicles, particularly during the afternoon when vehicular activity peaks.

In Korga, based on monitoring conducted by the EPER Center at 150 stations, the burning of
firewood for heating during the winter season has been identified as a persistent issue, resulting in
problematic emissions of CO2, PM2.5 dust particles, and other pollutants. Additionally, the quality
of fuels and vehicles significantly impacts the air quality in the municipality. The monitoring data
indicates that both in summer and winter seasons, the average NO2 levels exceed the permissible
EU standards, with a maximum value reaching 110 ug/m3. During winter, CO2 and dust particle
levels surpass the EU norm, with an average of 650 ppm.

Air monitoring conducted by the organization GO2 at 200 stations in the city of Shkodra reveals
concerning values, particularly during the summer, for CO2 and NO2 parameters. Carbon dioxide
levels are alarmingly high in 177 stations, accounting for 88.7% of the urban area. NO2
concentrations exceed the permissible limits in 109 stations (54.5%). PM10 and PM2.5 particles,
although less worrisome, still exceed the standards in over 14.5% of the stations, representing
19% of the total monitored sites. The March 2023 monitoring results indicate that CO2 remains a
significant concern in 60% of the stations, NO2 exceeds the norm in 40% of cases, while PM10
and PM2.5 levels are above the norm in 7.5% and 11.5% of cases, respectively.

Based on the aforementioned findings, it is crucial to implement prompt and stringent measures to
effectively reduce pollution and align with European standards. As urbanization and population
density continue to rise, it becomes imperative to plan and implement appropriate mitigation
measures that prioritize the well-being and quality of life for residents.

To address these issues:

1. Insufficient financial resources allocated to tackle pollution and its consequences hinder
the achievement of objectives outlined in the law and the national air quality plan. Evaluating the
effectiveness of state budget and foreign fund utilization remains challenging due to the lack of
traceability for funds dedicated to pollution within the country's accounting system. The
implementation of the carbon tax, known as the 3 ALL/liter tax on oil pumps, has generated over
125 million Euros, yet no discernible improvements in monitoring or pollution reduction within this
sector have been observed. This raises concerns regarding the utilization and impact of these
funds on pollution-related aspects.

2. Human resources in government and agencies lack qualifications and face deficiencies
at all levels. The issue intensifies locally, with a lack of companies connected to sales plans
addressing pollution, damage, and climate issues. This recurring problem has been repeatedly
emphasized in consecutive reports by the European Commission on our performance in this area.

3. The Ministry and its affiliated agencies fail to enforce the existing legal framework
concerning monitoring, tracking, and penalizing violations related to pollution discharges.
As representatives of Civil Society Organizations, we urge responsible policymaking and law
enforcement institutions to assess the country's pollution issues and their impact on various
communities in Albania with utmost seriousness. The pressing need for prompt, integrated, and
aligned action with European policies is further exacerbated by our country's inability to address
these consequences adequately. This is primarily due to negligence in monitoring, tracking, and
the limitations of our institutional and economic capacities.

4. Enhancing public engagement in discussions concerning pollution issues and prioritizing
the needs of the most vulnerable and economically disadvantaged populations, who bear the
brunt of its health and social consequences.

5. Ensuring transparency in financial resources and investments dedicated to pollution
control, particularly in key sectors such as transportation, industry, energy, agriculture, and waste
management.
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6. Providing support to enhance professional capabilities within responsible institutions,
including local government units and civil society, to effectively address pollution-related
challenges.

7. Implementing fully functional land drainage systems in compliance with the irrigation and
drainage law. Developing medium and long-term strategies to prevent further soil salinization in
coastal areas (medium-term) and to mitigate the salinity levels of highly affected soils (long-term).

For Central and Local Institutions:

In order to fulfill the obligations outlined in the current legal framework for safeguarding
natural resources against pollution and degradation, it is imperative to prioritize the
preservation of human health, ensuring the realization of both the "Right to life" and "The
right to a healthy environment." These rights were established as fundamental human
rights during the Stockholm Conference (1972) and are constitutionally protected in the
Republic of Albania.

The environmental inspection system, under the authority of AKM, is responsible for
fulfilling the obligations outlined in Article 63, sections "b" and "d" of Law No. 10431, dated
09.06.2011, "On the protection of the environment," as amended. These obligations
include: (i) monitoring the environmental impact of activities to assess the need for
additional measures, such as the revocation of environmental permits, to ensure
compliance with relevant laws; (ii) verifying and evaluating the compliance monitoring
carried out by the activity operator.

In order to enhance environmental monitoring in the territories affected by extractive
industry operations, it is necessary to amend VKM no. 1189, dated 18.11.2009 "On the
rules and procedures for the drafting and implementation of the National Environmental
Monitoring Program"

Making air, land, and water pollution maps publicly accessible is essential for informing the
community and companies, supporting local territory management plans, and establishing
an operational environmental information system for hot-spot areas.

According to the current legislation, the respective municipalities not only have the right to
be informed by relevant parties but also to actively participate in the environmental
assessment process. The Aarhus Convention, which holds precedence over Albanian
environmental laws, guarantees the rights of access to information, participation in
decision-making, and access to legal remedies. These rights ensure transparency, public
involvement, and accountability in environmental matters.

As members of civil society, we acknowledge our role in contributing to the efforts alongside other
stakeholders in Albanian society. Therefore, we are fully prepared to actively participate in
discussions and take action against pollution.
